Subj: Rules Bulletin 2010 (13A.14 A REV 2010)
The NMRA Board of Directors have met and agreed upon a proposal from VP Fuel for a “Spec Fuel” for NMRA, beginning at the first official race of the 2010 season, March 6, at Perris Auto Speedway. VP Fuel will become the official fuel of NMRA. VP Fuels is now the primary sponsor of NMRA, and as such, will be providing funding for a beginning points fund. Details follow below:

· VP Fuel will supply a pre-mixed methanol with an upper-end lubricant and a tint that will be purchased by NMRA and used by all NMRA competitors. VP Fuel Labeled NMRA-Spec fuel will be mandatory at all NMRA sanctioned races.

· Fuel will be priced at $5.00 per gallon and sold in five (5) gallon increments ($25.00). Fuel can only be purchased from NMRA.

· There will be a box on the pre-entry form to be checked, to pre-pay for 5 gallons of fuel for the race event listed on the pre-entry. This will provide NMRA with the amount of fuel required for transportation.

NOTE

If you think you will need extra fuel for the night it would be recommended to

Check the box to ensure your fuel will be available at the event.

· VP Fuel will deliver the first ten (10) 55 gallon drums of fuel to West Evans Motorsports, here-in-after referred to as WEM, on or about March 3, 2010. WEM will transport the fuel to all races. 

· WEM is the storage and transportation facility ONLY, as WEM has the Hazardous Material certificates for storage and transportation.

· West Evans, as NMRA Treasurer, will purchase fuel via NMRA letterhead check and as such, will collect competitor fuel purchases, with said funds being deposited into the NMRA account.

· Fuel will be purchased at the race track ONLY and will be poured by a designated NMRA official. Fuel will NOT be poured by WEM or any WEM crewmembers. 

· Fuel will be poured out of designated pre-filled 5 gallon containers into the competitor’s container.

· Competitors will be required to place a “VP Fuels” sticker, in a designated area, on the racecar. In addition, drivers will be required to have a “VP Fuels” patch on their uniform.

· The upper end lubricant will greatly reduce the corrosive agents in the methanol.

· NMRA Officials will have the fuel “spec sheets”, supplied by VP Fuels, so that when fuel samples are taken, there will be no question.

This is a major step forward for NMRA, fuel will actually be cheaper than at most tracks, fuel will be available at all tracks we run, NMRA has a major sponsor providing funds for a points fund, and this provides a level playing field for all competitors. Please support our sponsor by continuing to put on the best show in the country. For the 2 Anaheim “exhibition” shows, use up your fuel that you have left over from 2009, the new fuel will not be available or required for these “exhibitions”.
